Presentation & Discussion

a)  Local Wildlife Sites – Alison Riggs

All local wildlife sites for confirmation were approved, with the following exceptions:

CA53: Fields nr Marley, Kingston

Action: Talk with land owners re: managing site and bring back for confirmation at next steering group meeting.

MA61: Mote Park

Action: Query over whether entire site should be designated, or to exclude mini golf area. The text of this designation to be re-worded to reflect the biological aspect and sent back to MBC to agree.  Approved in principal on this basis.

MA62: Teston Country Park

According to current information, Teston meets only the minimum criteria and therefore this makes it a marginal site.  

Action: MVCP due to complete several surveys over the summer, so there would be a possibility to review designation after this period. To review in 6 months.

TH17 – Disused Hoverport, Cliffs End

Action: Potential pollution issues at this site (currently liaising with EA). To review in 6 months.

Minutes & Actions from previous meetings

Minutes approved.

Partnership Projects & Initiatives

a)  Local Area Agreement Indicator 197 Update - RM

The first reporting deadline is 30 June 09. The Records Centre is collating information (to add to existing data) from various organisations and districts for reporting, whilst several CMP’s are currently taking forward actions on the ground.

Clarification is still needed around what is expected from local District Councils for this local area agreement indicator, as their involvement on other indicators varies. Action: Request for briefing note to be sent to Districts clarifying what action is needed from them.  RM to circulate note.

Action: Shortlist of borderline sites for confirmation to be circulated to group for agreement

b)  Biodiversity Opportunity Areas - RM

With the consultation period largely complete and revised maps/statements published on the web, the group agreed the target areas for biodiversity enhancement (subject to a few minor changes). 

Communication of this work and how to use the maps to now be circulated to interested parties.

Action: Communications working group to email the Partnership with ideas of how best to communicate/circulate relevant information.

Action: Briefing note and CDs of maps and BOAs to be sent out as soon as possible to help explain how BOAs should be used.

KLIS Maps (CDs) may need to go out for consultation. 

Action: Email to go out from KCC, people can then request a copy of the CD.

c)  Reviewed Habitat Targets

Work has been done over past years to review targets. Kent BAP has now grouped certain targets to simplify actions.

Action: WM to post reviewed targets on the website for review and sent out link to new page. The deadline for any comments will be 30 May.

d)  ARCH Interreg Bid - WM

The ARCH bid has been submitted to Interreg with an outcome due in June.  The bid total was for approx £1m, with match funding through KCC, three Distict Councils and EA . 

There will be 3 main areas of work:

· Data collection (+ various associated with)

· Data use

· Feasibility Study (joint, but lead by French)

Looking forward - the first stage of work will be staffed with a Project Manager, GIS Manager, 2 API/surveyors and several seasonal posts.

The group noted their thanks to WM for all the work completed so far on this bid.

Any Other Business

Ponds Survey (Interreg funded project)
MVCP currently carrying out Ponds Survey, alongside Kent Downs AONB and are now at the stage where land owner permission is needed in certain areas to begin survey work.
